Vital Satistics Summary Alberta, 2000

Population The estimated population of Alberta, as of June 30, 2000, was 2,879,743. Thisinformation
was compiled by Municipa Services Branch, Local Government Services, AlbertaMu-
nicipal Affairs, in compliance with the Determination of Population Regulation 371/94
under Section 604 of the Municipal Government Act.

Births There were 37,155 live births in Albertain 2000. 36,606 were Alberta residents which
represents a birth rate of 12.71 Albertaresidents per 1,000 population. Of the total live
births registered 1131, or 3.9 percent, were multiple births.

Marriages During 2000 there were 18,055 marriages performed in Alberta, representing 6.2 mar-
riages for every 1,000 people. Of the grooms, 13,547 had not been married before, and
4,119 had been divorced. Of the brides, 13,388 had not been married before, and 4,223

had been divorced.

Adoptions In 2000, there were 764 registered adoptionsin Alberta.

Deaths There were 17,417 deathsin Albertain 2000 of which 17,038 were Albertaresidents. Of
the resident deaths 9,158 were males and 8,259 were females. The death rate was 6.0 per
1,000 population.

Infant Mortality The number of resident infant deaths in 2000 was 257; 149 males and 108 females. The

number of neonatal deaths was 163; 97 males and 66 females. For the reporting period,
the causes of infant Mortality have been broken down into greater detail.

Stillbirths In 2000, there were 239 tillbirths registered, arate of 6.4 per 1,000 live births compared
to 279 illbirths registered in 1999 (rate of 7.5 per 1,000).

Rate of Natural Increase The rate of natural increase was 7.8 per 1,000 population in 2000. (The 1999 rate was 7.4
per 1,000.)

Request for Services In 2000, there were 136,410 request for services.
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
